The draft itinerary is as follows.  The final plans will be strongly influenced by those who join the delegation and their particular interests so please let us know about these on your application form.

Day 1- Early November- Flight to Nicaragua- Arrival Managua, travel over land to Estelí to spend first night- sleep in hostel accommodation.
Day 2- Acclimatisation in Estelí- relaxed afternoon tour of Estelí-sleep in hostel accommodation.
Day 3- Allocation of homestay host families in Estelí and travel to homes/ activity with Mayor of Estelí, visit to museum - sleep at homestay.
Day 4- Group project visit in Condega (nearby town).  Evening cultural activity with projects, delegates and Ciudades Hermanas- sleep at homestay.
Day 5- Placement day with Estelí organisation or project according to delegates’ interests- sleep at homestay.
Day 6- Placement day with Esteli organisation or project according to delgates’ interests- sleep at homestay.

Day 7- Free time in morning, afternoon choice of tours to visit local sites- sleep at homestay.
Day 8- Optional visit to El Tisey Nature Reserve and tour of organic farm, rock sculptures with Don Alberto and swim in natural pool- sleep at homestay.

Day 9- Choice of visits- Masaya/ Leon- evening activity- sleep at hostel.
Day 10- Travel to Miraflor nature reserve and meet families involved in ecotourism project- sleep at rural homestay.
Day 11- Excursion in Miraflor- coffee growing/ organic food projects/ bird watching/ co-operatives tour/ rural schools- sleep at rural homestay.
Day 12- Day of volunteering in Miraflor- take part in activities on farms or in nature reserve- sleep at rural homestay.
Day 13- Travel back to Estelí- free afternoon- sleep at hostel.
Day 14- Optional visit to Somoto Canyon-sleep at hostel. 
Day 15- Travel to Managua- flight to UK or onward travel arranged by participant.
All delegates will organise and fund their own flights to and from Nicaragua plus personal expenses in country (drinks, souvenirs etc).  They may choose to spend additional time before or after the visit travelling in country or elsewhere.  In addition to the flights a cost of £500 per person is payable to Sheffield Estelí Society. This sum will cover all in country travel, accommodation, food and cultural trips for the duration of the visit plus fees for guides and translators.  It will include a small contribution to a contingency fund which will be donated to partner projects as agreed by participants if unused on the trip.  
On returning from Estelí delegates will have the opportunity to share their experiences and build on links they have made with colleagues in Estelí with support from Sheffield Estelí Society.
